Maintenance Report

Nov. 20, 2008 – Jan. 15, 2009
1. Old pool cover pumped 3 times. 

2. Old pool topped off 2 times. 

3. Walkway to old pool swept off 2 times. 

4. Insulation put in roof vent and in doorway at pump house, portable heater set up and thermostat set at 52 degrees. 

5. Required quarterly water sample taken and delivered to Consolidated Lab in Richmond for testing.

6. Water line to main building turned off; return line from hot water heater turned off in pump house.

7. Turned off ice machine at Canaan, drained supply lines and wiped it out. 

8. Disconnected supply lines to Canaan drinking fountain, drained lines and reserve tank, put antifreeze in tank. 

9. Opened 3 valves in the new addition and drained supply lines to mop sink and main drain line.  Put antifreeze in mop sink trap. 

10. Disconnected chemical cleaning dispenser and drained the lines.

11. Opened 4 valves for the 3 compartment sink, 2 valves for the hand sink, and 3 main drain valves on supply lines to the kitchen.  Put antifreeze in traps at 3 compartment sink and hand sink. 

12. Disconnected 4 supply lines for 2 washing machines at Bethel. 

13. 21 valves in restrooms at Bethel for 4 showers, 4 commodes, and 4 sinks either had bleeder caps opened or valves disassembled. 

14. 4 Commode tanks drained and 4 commode bowls plunged and treated with antifreeze.

15. Antifreeze put in 4 shower drains and 4 sink traps.

16. Spencer Alexander (Fairmount) has finished his Eagle Scout Project, installing 20 cedar light boxes along the path to the girl’s cabin area.  The main power lines are not yet repaired, but I do have the materials there for whenever the electrician gets the time to do it.
