· T-shirt inventory – Tabled until May meeting.


· Brochures / Camper Postcards – Brochures / registration forms have been printed.  Pam has these to be distributed to the churches represented at the meeting tonight.  She will mail to those churches not represented at this meeting.  Glenn will take brochures/registration forms to those churches local to Mechanicsville.  Camper postcards have also been mailed to campers announcing that we are accepting registrations for the 2010 summer camp season.  The cost of printing the brochures, registration forms, camper postcards, and Camp Worker Handbooks was approximately $463.18 using the camp's printer which is located at Pam's residence (cost of ink and associated paper as well as postage to mail the postcards).  Pam provided Karen with a detailed breakdown of the materials, costs, and number of pages printed as well as receipts for her records.


· Online Essay Contest – Pam reposted this contest on the camp's web site home page and adjusted the deadline to April 15.  She also included a reminder about the contest on the postcards mailed to campers who attended in 2009.  As of this meeting, no responses have been received (other than the three that were submitted prior to the contest being posted in December).

VII.
OLD BUSINESS:
· M/D Fundraiser:  The Spaghetti Dinner and Silent Auction held on March 13 raised approximately $3,240.  Thanks to everyone who came out to support the fundraiser and who provided food and silent auction items.  Sandy asked that we pray for churches to respond to our request to perform.  A BBQ fundraiser will be held on April 17 - $6 per pound.  Pre-order by April 13.

· Camp Worker Handbooks – Printed and given to Glenn at the M/D Fundraiser.


· Internet Service Provider for Glenn's Home – Michelle received quotes from Verizon as follows:


· Plan 1 - $39.99 a month – 250 MB limit
· Plan 2 - $59.99 a month – 5 GB limit


The Verizon Card costs $50 with a $50 rebate.

Since the Board had previously given Michelle the go-ahead to purchase the plan she deemed most appropriate and cost-effective, she will purchase Plan 2 ($59.99 a month with a 5 GB limit) at the beginning of April.  Since Glenn is on a month-to-month contract with ClearWire.Net, we will not lose any money by cancelling his contract with them.


· Rental Group Charges – Pam provided copies of the camp's Rental Agreement to all in attendance which was reviewed.  It was suggested that  the following changes be made:


1. Remove the current "kitchen facilities" notation and indicate that fee for using the kitchen facilities is included in the Basic Rate.

2. Include a Cook Fee (which Glenn will provide to Pam).

3. Under "Meals provided rate", change the daily rate from $15.50 to $18.50 (which is the current daily meal cost for campers).
Pam will provide copies of revised Rental Agreement at the April Directors' Meeting.
