NEW BUSINESS:
Retreat Fees:  Ed provided a Weekend Retreat Price Schedule from Appalachian Christian Camp.  Their fees are based on which buildings are used during any given retreat.  Ed would like to table discussion of this until after the camp season.
Online Registration:  Appalachian Christian Camp uses Camp Track for their online registration.  Ed and Pam have looked into an online camp registration package, and due to costs, this is something we'll need to budget after we have paid done the swimming pool debt considerably.

AC on 2nd Floor of Main Building.  As mentioned in Glenn's Manager's Report he has checked with both Vassar and Woodfin to discuss possibility of cutting distribution registers into the duct work on the second floor.  Both companies agreed that existing AC unit would not be able to adequately cool the second floor.  We will need to replace the window AC units on the second floor (need at least 2 window units).  Also need a larger one for the cook's quarters.

During the recent work day, most of the Main Building was repainted.  A donor has offered to pay for the completion of the painting as well as some window and block repair.  This work will be completed by James River Company by June.Main building will be completed by James River Paint Company due some window and block work that needs to be done.  

After no further discussion, Stephanie made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Michelle seconded the motion.  The meeting was closed with prayer at 9 p.m.  Our next meeting will be held on Thursday, June 18, 2009, at the camp.
