Registration update was given by Pam – approximately 100 campers registered thus far.  Pam also provided a schedule to the Board of when Pam, Michelle Mende, and Kim Ellett will be working registration desk on the first day of camp.

VII.
OLD BUSINESS:
M/D fundraisers have brought in around $7,000.  Karen will have exact amount at August meeting.
Rental Group Contract Changes – Pam distributed page 1 of the camp's Rental Group Contract which included changes to the Basic Rate – now $10 per person for per day (includes use of kitchen facilities but not meals) and changes to the Meals Provided Rate – now $20 per person per day (include three meals within a 24-hour period).  Pam will send electronic copies to Glenn.

Food / Pool Letter – Pam distributed copies of a Food/Pool Letter asking for donations form our churches to help offset the cost of food during the camp season and to reduce our pool debt.  Pam will update with the most recent pool loan balance and send to our supporting congregations.

Dreamweaver Upgrade – Pam has not yet ordered this, but will be ordering CS5 (the most recent version at a cost of approximately $380).

Donation to East Hanover Fire Department – A $100 donation was sent.


VIII.
NEW BUSINESS:
Camp Scholarship Fund – The camp scholarship fund has been depleted.  Pam asked the Board if anyone had contacts in their congregations who had offered to pay for campers.  She also asked the Board if she should turn down campers who cannot attend due to financial difficulties.  The Board indicated that as a Christian organization we should not turn down campers who cannot afford to pay the fees.  Based on past experiences, members of our congregations have stepped up to help with the camp fees of campers who cannot afford to pay.  We are confident that this will be case this camp season.  Michelle made a motion that we honor all scholarship requests regardless of our budgeted amount; Don seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Old Well – The old well between the main building and the pump house has not been used for several years.  The curbing has deteriorated and needs to either be replaced or abandoned.  The county is has suggested for several years that we abandon the pool.  The cost to abandon the pool is approximately $1,800 which covers the materials needed to fill the well so it is not a hazard.  Michelle made a motion that we abandon the well for the safety of the campers; Carol seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Glenn mentioned all the road work that is being done by Brian Ishringhausen and his company.  Brian has also offered to remove the concrete out of the old pool.  The Health Department is checking with the environmental people to see what we can do to get remove the old pool.

After no further discussion, Carol made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Michelle seconded the motion.  Sandy closed the meeting with prayer at 8:15 p.m.  Our next meeting will be held on Thursday, Aug. 19, 2010, at 7:30 p.m. at United Christian Church.
