1.
Grass cut twice times by myself and twice by Charleston.

2.
Replaced phone line that goes to office in Bethel and Rehoboth which was damaged by lightning.

3.
Modem which was damaged by lightning replaced in the camp office by Philip Vaughan.  Lightning also damaged the routed and the computer donated by Michelle.

3.
Two concrete well curbings and lids put in at both the main supply and pool supply wells by Mathews Well and Pump.

4.
Pool drained so the pool floor could be resurfaced.


5.
Swept walls and floor of empty pool twice.

6.
Washed and brushed walls and floor of pool once.


7.
Weeded the interior of the pool fence once.

Camp tenants reported A/C not working in the camp house contacted Carlton Brothers heating and air.  Indoor and outdoor units need to be replaced.

A/C in Canaan not working, suspect lightning may have taken out the thermostat. Contacted David Fletcher with CCI.  He tested the system and replaced the thermostat, and it’s working normally.

.Beverage-Air and Raetone refrigerators in the kitchen weren’t cooling properly, cleaned the cooling coils and restarted.  Raetone cooled correctly, the Beverage-Air did not, so David looked at it and added coolant.

Emptied, cleaned and defrosted Sears Coldspot Freezer, restarted, restocked and cooling normally.

Arctic Air Freezer emptied, defrosted, cleaned, restarted and cooling normally.
