1.
Cut grass three times.


2.
Repaired broken electrical line running to pole light at the entrance to the boy’s cabin area. 


3.
Dug up and repaired leaking water line at Bethany. 


4.
Repaired five window screens at boys' cabin area.


5.
Went through three refrigerators in Canaan and disposed of out of date food.


6.
Cleaned Bethany once.


7.
Cleaned and vacuumed the pool two times.


8.
Swept the pool deck two times.  


9.
Took pool water sample to PlaMor Pools for analysis and recommended treatment for winterization.  Super Chlorinated the pool, added one gallon of acid and four pounds of baking soda.


9.
Pool prepared for covering, closed and plugged upper skimmer intake lines.


10.
Drained pool to a level below the lower skimmer intake lines.


11.
Added two small buckets of slow dissolving chlorinated tablets and added recommended amount of algaecide.


12.
Added “floaters” to the pool to help prevent freezing.


13.
Removed ladder and handrail from the pool and stored in pool shed.

14.
Pool covered with help from Brandon and Heather Ferguson and Jimmy Seay.

15.
Disconnected and drained the sodium thyosulfate dispenser/

16.
Disconnected and drained the chlorine dispenser.

17.
Drained primary filter basket and pool pump.

18.
Drained pool filter.

19.
Disconnected and drained hose line on hose cart and stored cart in the pool shed.

20.
Two trash cans emptied and stored in pool shed.

21.
Road worked and damage repaired after storm by Brian Isringhausen.

22.
Electrical problem at Bethany; I have not been able to locate the source yet.


23.
Department of Drinking Water wants us to install a concrete curb and cover around the new well head, I will probably do the same for the old well that feeds the new pool as a precaution against damage.


24.
Third quarter water sample taken and delivered to Consolidated Labs for testing.


25.
All five septic tanks have been pumped as requested by the Health Department.


26.
Swept and mopped dining hall once.

27.
Swept and mopped kitchen and new addition once.

28.
Cleaned two restrooms at main building twice.

29.
Cleaned Tabernacle 1 time


30.
Siphoned water from washing machine in cooks quarters; contacted Lipscomb Appliance who said it can’t be fixed.
